Research Site Descriptions 

 
Organic Site 
The Allison Organic Research Farm is located 7 miles north of Sciota, IL in southwestern Warren County. The variety trial was located in field 2B East 

which is mapped as a Sable silty clay loam soil (poorly drained). The trial was arranged as a complete randomized block design with 3 replications. Two 

row plots were planted on 7/5/11 with a Buffalo 4 row planter at a rate of 175,000 seeds/acre. The entire field was row cultivated twice. Very little hand 

weeding was needed for this field. Sub-plots on the east end ranging from 19’-27’ in length
